No complaint procedures pursuant to article 10 have been initiated by hosting service providers.

The ATKM has not taken any administrative or judicial review proceedings.

On removal orders:
o Did the removal orders you issued target audio, video, photo or text files (how many for
each)?

The ATKM issued 187 removal orders in 2025. The orders targeted: 164 videos, 14 images, 5
PDF documents, 1 audio and image file, 1 audio file, 2 other.

e  Did the removal orders you issued target individual pieces of content, whole accounts,
channels, groups or profiles? If so, how many (for each)?

The ATKM so far has issued removal orders targeting individual pieces of content by focusing on
specific URL’s. However, in their response to the removal orders some hosting service providers
removed not only the specific content targeted by the removal order, but the whole channel the
content was part of.

The issuance of removal orders targeting specific content resulted in the removal of 67
channels, 61 profiles and 59 messages. Most of the remaoved channels and profiles contained
more content than the specific URL mentioned in the removal order.

Did the removal orders you issued target whole websites? If so, how many? Could you please
provide one or two examples including the website targeted, the content on the website, the
addressee of the removal order etc (the more detail, the better)?

See above. So far, the ATKM has targeted individual pieces of content by focusing on URLs. It has
not targeted whole websites.

The ATKM issued remaval orders targeting right wing terrorism and jihadist terrorism. The
removal orders targeting right wing terrorism focused on gamifications of terrorist attacks (47),
recordings of livestreams of terrorist attacks (97), manifestos of terrorist attackers (3), images
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depicting right wing terrorists as saints (8), on content related to Terrorgram (1) and Siege (1)
and on other categories {2). The removal orders targeting jihadist terrorist content focused on
propaganda videos (20), on propaganda documents (4) on nasheeds (1) and on other types of
content (3).

e  How many of the removal orders you issued
o led to the removal or blocking of access to the content within one hour?

Of the total 187 removal orders issues, 173 removal orders led to the removal or blocking
of access within one hour.

o led to the removal or blocking of access to the content but not within one hour? for
which reason was the one-hour rule not respected? Any follow-up (any new removal

order sent? Any sanction taken?)

The ATKM established that in 14 cases the content was blocked or removed but not
within one hour.

e Have you sent removal orders outside of PERCI? If so, how many and why?
No, the ATKM has not sent removal orders outside of PERCI.

Have you issued any removal orders in the context of one of the Referral Action Days
organised by Europol’s EU Internet Referral Unit?

Yes, the ATKM has issued removal orders as part of the Referral Action Day on gaming organised
by Europol’s Internet Referral Unit. In total, 27 removal orders were issued in this context.

No, the ATKM has not issued any removal orders related to ‘other’ types of content.
